For those not familiar with Warren (as an expat Aussie), he spent virtually all his working life at Lotus, from 1958 to 1993, with a number of financial responsibilities, which brought an involvement with a wide variety of activities.  From Lotus Cars Chief Accountant at the end of the 60s, he covered JCL Marine making motor yachts, Lotus North America in California, the Delorean project, Lotus Engineering with Tony Rudd, Active Suspension in Florida, and finally GM Finances.  Throughout he drove Lotus cars, starting with a Lotus Seven, and then every one of the Lotus models until the arrival of GM in 1986.  Since 1993 he has been enjoying his Lotus Elan SE.  He also regularly uses three older cars in every kind of motoring event - a 1955 Lagonda 3-litre saloon, a 1935 Lagonda Rapier roadster, and a 1937 Lagonda LG45 4.5 litre drop head coupe nearing the end of a lengthy restoration.
